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Thank you so much for volunteering for the Community Health Fair!  We hope the information below will answer your questions.

WHERE IS THE HEALTH FAIR?

The health fair is at the Third Ward Multi-Service Center (TWMSC) located at 3611 Ennis, Houston, Texas 77004 on Saturday, November 12, 2011.  The site is located near the University of Houston main campus, I-45, and Highway 288.  Major cross streets/highways are Elgin and Alabama St. (north/south) and Highway 288 and Scott St (west/east).  
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DO I NEED TO SIGN A WAIVER?

All volunteers will need to sign a waiver form.  If you are under the age of 18, you will also need to get a parent or guardian to sign the form.  Before the day of the event, if possible, please send a scanned copy of the document back to Barbara@communityhealthfair.org .  Bring the original signed copy with you to the fair.  Without the signed waiver, you will not be able to work the fair.

WHAT DO I WEAR?

Please dress comfortably (i.e. jeans/khakis, tennis shoes, etc).   If you are working the screening stations, you may have been asked to wear scrubs – that’s fine too.  You will be given a   t-shirt and a name tag to wear so that you can be identified as a volunteer.

WHERE DO I PARK?

The TWMSC has approximately 150 parking spots available on-site.  Feel free to carpool but there should be plenty of parking for the volunteers.

WHERE CAN I STORE MY BELONGINGS?

We recommend you not bring anything valuable.  Please leave your purses and/or wallets at home or locked in the trunk of your car.

WHAT WILL I BE DOING?

Unless previously requested, volunteers will be given assignments upon their arrival.  We will be having 3 different Volunteer shifts:  8:00 am – 10:00 am, 10:00 am – 12:00 pm, and 12:00 pm – 2:30 pm .  If you are working the first shift, you will initially be helping with set-up.  Since the fair is scheduled to end at 2 PM, all volunteers on the second shift will be asked to help with the clean up.  The main volunteer opportunities include: check-in table, the client registration area, escorting clients through the screening process, handing out goodie bags, and distributing lunches.

WHO DO I CONTACT WHEN I ARRIVE?

Please visit the volunteer registration room near the front of the TWMSC building.  You will need to sign in, complete a waiver form (if you haven’t already done so), get your shirt and name tag.  This is where you’ll find out what you’ll be doing.  Each work area/assignment has a volunteer captain who will be available throughout your shift to help answer your questions.

WILL THERE BE FOOD AND/OR DRINKS?

In the morning there will be breakfast food and coffee and at lunch there will be food (probably   sandwiches).  There will be water and snacks throughout the day.

HOW DO I VERIFY VOLUNTEER HOURS FOR MY SCHOOL OR ORGANIZATION?

Once you complete your shift, please return to the volunteer room to obtain a signed, volunteer hours verification form.
